	ACTIVITIES

	· Being trained up on how to run the Museum in a Box sessions
· Familiarise with the museum objects in each box and the stories they tell
· Deliver a craft activity or game that is included in the museum in a box

· Maintain the boxes and keeping the items in good condition

	TIME FRAME
	This project is funded from September 2025 – February 2026 but may continue beyond. 

The time frame to deliver activities is flexible, depending on volunteer availability, community library availability, and bookings from the public.  

	OUTCOME
	· More local people will be connecting in their community, using history as a conversation starter enabling them to share their own experiences building a sense of belonging and community pride. 
· People will have learnt new things about history and the place that they live, as-well-as building new skills via different craft activities and games.     
· The people who attend will feel a positive impact on their general wellbeing and reduction in feelings of isolation.
